* Treasurer’s Report.  One payment was submitted for ratification.

It was noted that some unpresented cheques had been missed off the bank records (to be fixed), and that unexpended FFT funds from 2008 could be carried forward for use as required in 2009.  It was further noted that Barry Hardwick would be obtaining keys to facilities at the various venues for the 2009 season (cheque payment required).
* Small Sided Games (SSG).  Peter Alexander outlined the Executive Committee meeting of 30/03/09.  Richmond delegates expressed disagreement with SSG implementation, based on player development.  It was noted that SSG was being implemented on an international level.  Minutes of a meeting of the FFT Junior Standing Committee were circulated for noting.  It was decided that: -
· ground allocations, rules and ERJSA Handbook files would be circulated to Jason Grandfield by Barry Hardwick for distribution to clubs;

· clearance from corner kicks should be set at a standard 7m for all age groups;

· ESS would set up the goals at Wentworth Park in 2009;

· Montagu Bay would make payment in lieu of an allocated task in 2009; and

· ERJSA would pay someone to set up the goals & line marking at Kangaroo Bay in 2009.

* 2009 Season.  It was noted that registration numbers were generally down compared to last year, especially in the U12 age group.  Some negotiations between clubs might be required to come up with complete teams.  It was further noted that Richmond would need all of the team numbers by 15/04/09 to do the rosters (email cscrawford@dodo.com.au).  It was decided that the issue of introducing divisions into age groups would be considered at the June meeting.
* Director of Coaching.  It was noted that both of the applicants mentioned at the last General Committee meeting had since withdrawn their applications.  It was hoped that Roxanne McIntyre would be able to fulfil many of the duties required, but further help would be needed.  Options such as advertising on the Education Department website (Cathy?) or checking whether Les from FFT was available (Michelle?) would be followed up to try and advance the Soccer in Schools (SIS) program for early 2010.
* Soccer in Schools.  Refer Director of Coaching above.
* Registrations Process/MyFootballClub.  It was noted that the details for ERJSA had now been set up in the system.  Michelle Castle made an offer for Nelson ESFC to provide administrative help to ERJSA clubs at a fixed charge rate per hour, subject to confirmation with the Nelson Committee.
* Regional Program.  Delegates noted the Minutes of a meeting of the Junior Standing Committee of FFT, held on 31/03/09.  It was further noted that regional rosters were still being developed, and that Michael Roach from Nelson ESFC had offered to coach the U12 team (gratitude was expressed).  In respect of fundraising, a letter was submitted from a private operator offering canteen services at Kangaroo Bay games, with a portion of profits to be donated back to ERJSA (Peter Alexander to respond).
* Cambridge Lease Renewal.  It was noted that negotiations were almost complete, along the lines described at the last General Committee meeting.  A copy of the draft Application for Sportsground Use Permit was submitted for filing.
* FFT AGM.  It was noted that Leila Freke from FFT had undertaken to forward the Minutes of the FFT AGM when they were completed.

* FFT Grants.  A completed application form to be submitted for $8,000 worth of FFT funding in respect of Director of Coaching activities and the Girls in Soccer program was circulated and noted.
*Gambling Support Program Small Grants.  A flyer inviting applications for non-recurrent funding from community organisations by 24/4/09 was circulated and noted.
*ERJSA Website.  It was noted that regional and club contact details needed to be updated.  It was decided that Jason Grandfield would contact the site administrator and pass on contact details as received from delegates.
