It was noted that the FFT grant application had been approved and that the $8,000 was now in the bank.  Quotes for an administrative laptop were put forward.  Some concerns were expressed about security and necessity, but it was noted that neither the Treasurer nor the Secretary had a computer at home.  It was proposed that Barry Hardwick go ahead and choose a laptop, subject to also obtaining supported operating software, a memory stick and maintaining a security tracking sheet.

* 2009 Season: -

· Rosters.  Delegates expressed thanks to Craig Crawford for preparing the 2009 rosters.  There had been a small amount of negative feedback about the number of last minute changes required, and these were noted along with some further changes to later matches in the U9 roster.  Craig noted that roster software should be obtained by ERJSA as soon as possible to make the process easier.
· Divisions for U11.  It was decided to proceed with splitting the U11 roster into 2 divisions.  Jason Grandfield was to send out an email reminding clubs/ coaches to send in scores from the first 4 weeks of competition, to allow the divisions to be formed.
· Ground cancellations.  Delegates were reminded that ground cancellations were at the President’s discretion, and that people needed to wait until after 7.30 for the radio announcements.

· Association handbook.  It was noted that the handbook had been printed and distributed.  The possibility of offering CUFC and Nelson half a page in next year’s booklet (along with other sponsorship/advertising space) was mentioned.  It was decided that Jason Grandfield should send out an email to clarify that there were no penalties in U11 (information not received by Greg Pepper prior to booklets being printed).
· Kangaroo Bay.  It was noted that the new venue was going ok, but that some of the new coaches might need to be reminded to let the children play without any strict positioning from on the field.  Jason Grandfield to send an email.

· Rules.  It was noted that there were different rules between each of the 3 southern regions, and that structured support was required for U6 coaches and parents.
* Director of Coaching (DoC).  It was noted that Roxanne McIntyre had met with Simon Burrett (associated with South Hobart) about the position, and was keen for him to continue to provide support in various activities.  Simon would start with Soccer in Schools (SIS), concentrating on girls first of all but expanding the focus later.  It was hoped that SIS would be able to commence earlier next year.
* Registrations Process/MyFootballClub.  It was noted that the player details for 4 clubs (Montagu Bay, Bellerive, Howrah & Dodges Ferry) had been entered.  Club registrars would still need to do a bulk acceptance of the players for final registration.
* Regional Program.  It was noted that: -
· Regional trials had been cancelled on the previous weekend, but should be on for the next 2 weekends.
· U9s were not encouraged to try out for the U10 regional team.  Clubs would be asked to provide 1 U9 coach for the U9 program, which would be commencing after grounds were arranged (Sunday afternoon or on a week night).

· Only children registered and playing with ERJSA clubs should be eligible to try out for the regional teams.

· ERJSA subsidised regional teams about $2,500 to $3,000.  The possibility of more support was mentioned.  The player cost was expected to be about $45 + uniform.

· Minutes from the recent coaches’ meeting and a meeting of the State-wide Junior Standing Committee could be provided by Daniel Boddy.
* FFT AGM.  It was noted that Leila Freke from FFT had undertaken to forward the Minutes of the FFT AGM when they were completed.

New Business

* Items noted: -
· BBQ at U11s each week – complaint received about cooking eggs (allergies).  It has been decided not to cook eggs, although the Council has no problems with it.
· Club invoices – coming soon.

· Phoenix Park – ERJSA contribution for use.  It was noted that CUFC could not indefinitely continue to provide all facilities for free.  The possibility of donating sets of nets to CUFC in exchange for room use (meetings & storage) was discussed, as well as a possible rate of $25-$30 per hour for use of the ground.  It was decided that Barry Hardwick should discuss this further with CUFC.
· Cambridge – ground markings.  It was noted that one of the pitches was in the shape of a parallelogram, rather than a rectangle.  It was decided that Daniel Boddy would email the Council about this.
