Correspondence

* Treasurer’s Report.  It was noted that: -

* 2009 Season: -

· The U11 bye was being filled regularly by regional players now.
· Clarence Council was not interested in using Rokeby Green to rest Cambridge.
· Peter Alexander expressed thanks to the Council for allowing most games to go ahead the previous weekend, despite heavy rains during the week.

· The possibility of asking food vendors for contributions/tenders was raised.
* Director of Coaching (DoC).  It was noted that: -
· The U9 development program had finished.  There had been around 150 to 200 attendances by players, and the feedback was positive.  It was felt that guidelines for the ‘social’ regional games were required, as Central Region had graded their teams.
· School holiday clinics were scheduled for 10/9/09 and 16/9/09 (flyers to come).  The licence for use of Cambridge was due to expire on 6/9/09, so individual arrangements would need to be made with Council.

· The Girls in Soccer program had finished on Saturday, with an average of 10 players per session.

· Roxanne McIntyre would not have time to put out a newsletter until after the school holidays.  Clubs would need to email any items for the newsletter to her.
* Registrations Process/MyFootballClub.  It was noted that player details for Lauderdale were still being processed.
* Regional Program.
· The program had run well so far this year, with the Hobart and Launceston Cups still to come.

· It was still felt that a subcommittee was needed to review all aspects of the program, dealing with issues such as earlier selection trials, selection rules (e.g. elite players in higher age groups) and formats/venues for games.  This subcommittee should obtain feedback from clubs with a view to defining regional objectives and forming proposals for negotiation with Central and Northern regions.  It was proposed that a regional subcommittee be formed and meet over summer, to review the Regional program and bring back objectives and proposals for consideration by clubs and the General Committee.

· It was noted that FFT wished to use Cambridge for the Hobart Cup.  ERJSA would need to work out the costs and charge FFT for use of the grounds and facilities (including canteens & change rooms).  It was agreed that Barry Hardwick should discuss this with Clarence Council.
· It was noted that there had been some problems with parents and referees at the regional games on 9/8/09.  In previous years, there had been more lead time allowed to instruct youth players used as referees, and perhaps this was an issue that could be considered by the new subcommittee.
· The Committee expressed congratulations on the success of the U9 development program to Daniel Boddy and Roxanne McIntyre.
* FFT AGM.  It was noted that Leila Freke from FFT had undertaken to forward the Minutes of the FFT AGM when they were completed (currently in draft form).
* Club strips.  It was agreed that the photographs of club strips should be placed on the ERJSA website.
*Phoenix Park – ERJSA contribution for use.  The signed agreement with CUFC was noted.
* Cambridge ground markings.  It was noted that Council had now fixed the problem.
* Grassroots Football Facilities Fund.  It was noted that grants were available for specific infrastructure projects such as nets, changing pitch configurations and drainage.  Each club affiliated with FFA could receive money, although they would need to be incorporated or sponsored by ERJSA to apply.  While SSG pitches were handled without any problems, it was felt that discussions could be held with Council in regard to issues such as drainage, goals, fencing, etc.  Clubs could check with their local schools in respect of school grounds/facilities.  Peter Alexander and Barry Hardwick would respond to an approach from the Clarence Cricket Club in respect of the Wirksworth reserve.  It was noted that applications for Round 1 of the funding closed on 31/8/09, although there were further rounds closing 31/1/10 and 31/8/10.
* Term 3 competitions.  It was noted that futsal was available during this time and that there was not a lot of club-level interest.

* Items noted: -
· The Hutchins School had circulated an open invitation to an U12 tournament on 2/9/2009 – the Wednesday before the Festival Cup.
· Relationship with FFT – as discussed under part C above.

· Office bearers.  The end of financial year for ERJSA was set for 30/9/2009, with the AGM normally held in November.  Peter Alexander advised that he would not be continuing as President.

· It was agreed that the ERJSA website administrator, Wendy Dickson, should be invited to the next meeting.
